Unit Plan Theme: Healthy Me! And Gardening 


Lesson Objectives: Express likes and dislikes, learn new vegetable and fruit vocabulary, build communication skills, expand vocabulary, assess veggies and fruits they know, don’t know
Lesson Vocabulary: Do you like…? Yes I do, no, I don’t. Tomato, pepper, carrots, lettuce, onion
Materials Used: Pea Patch Jig, veggie word mats, different vegetables and photo vegetable display
Background Knowledge: knows some vegetables
Procedure

Introduction:
Activate Prior Knowledge (~5 minutes)
Lay out veggies and fruit on various tables, TAs and I talk with the children and listen to them talk with each other, record which ones they know and do not know.
Activating Strategy & Introduction to Activity (~5 minutes)
Using the veggie word mat, talk about the ones we see. Repeat the veggies vocabulary.
Body of Activities:

Read the Pea Patch Jig with the children. Ask them to find the vegetables we see in the story on their word mats. Talk about the colour and if they like this vegetable or not.
Closure: 
 Vegetable Playdough mats, add extra pieces to the vegetables with playdough
Assessment of Pupils:
Assess the children’s existing knowledge in Activate Prior Knowledge section using grid assessment
Reflection:
Children were all able to talk about fruit and veggies in native language, some knew apple, banana, potato (from the song we sing) and watermelon.
Other Relevant Information:

Must differentiate the groups to teach vocabulary and ensure understanding. There is a very big difference in the class between students who have been taught some English and those who do not know
