Unit Plan Theme: Healthy Me! And Gardening 


Lesson Objectives: Better understanding of world, motor skill development, literacy aim- sequencing events
Lesson Vocabulary: Talk about garden creatures, caterpillars, life cycle of caterpillar/ butterflies
Materials Used: magnifying glasses, caterpillar, bug viewer, story- The Hungry caterpillar, roleplay, markers
Background Knowledge: different schemas of garden creatures, some children knew the story from home, progression from Monday 
Procedure

Introduction:
Activate Prior Knowledge (~5 minutes)
Go to the garden with magnifying glasses, find bugs to put in the viewer
Activating Strategy & Introduction to Activity (~5 minutes)
Ask children if they know how a butterfly becomes a butterfly, do they have butterfly babies? From an egg?
Body of Activities:

Watch the story again, children roleplay using materials from the fake food box.
Do a toilet paper cocoon- wrap some students, have them wiggle out. Use the toilet paper as a creativity centre open art option 
Closure: 
Make coffee filter butterfly craft, put on the windows
Assessment of Pupils:
Narrative assessment of retelling the story, how much did they remember? Do they understand a butterfly life cycle?
Reflection:
Went well, a little chaotic but there was a lot of excitement and they were talking a lot!
