Unit Plan Theme: Healthy Me! And Gardening 


Lesson Objectives: Hungry Caterpillar- will work to communicate about the life cycle of a caterpillar/ butterfly, work with friends, enjoy a book being read
Lesson Vocabulary: Hungry, caterpillar, days of the week, fruits and vegetables and other food, egg, cocoon, turn into a butterfly
Materials Used: Hungry Caterpillar book, story sequencing- 8 pack for group 1- 5 pack for group 2
Background Knowledge: have learned the days of the week, food. 
Procedure

Introduction:
Activate Prior Knowledge (~5 minutes)
Talk about what animals come from eggs? Show some photos of animals, do they come from eggs? Show a caterpillar and ask the question.
Activating Strategy & Introduction to Activity (~5 minutes)
Read the children the hungry caterpillar, asking questions and talking about the story. Re-watch the book video, sit with the children and talk about what we see.
Body of Activities:

Separate the two groups. Teacher Carolyn- group 1, Teacher Lindsay group 2. I will go between the two groups to support the children who are not taking part, ask them some questions and hopefully get them interested in the activity. 
Once the stories have been sequenced, we will read the story again and see if they got the right order.

Closure: 
ABC Hungry caterpillar lacing activity.
Assessment of Pupils:
Narrative assessment. Recalling the actual order of the story is not as important as other learning that I hope to see, such a successful group work and communication skills and perhaps being able to talk about what they saw. 
Reflection: 
Some children struggled to stay focused with this activity, even with the extra support. Other children were very interested in sequencing and were able to correctly put together the events. For those who were not interested, I ended up asking Teacher Lindsay to sit with the book and talk about the pictures with the children.
