Unit Plan Theme: Healthy Me! And Gardening 


Lesson Objectives: Describe vegetables and fruit, review colours, build communication skills, improve sorting abilities
Lesson Vocabulary: An (orange) is (round, long, big, small, colours…)
Materials Used: Shaun the Train Pumpkin size sorting video, vegetables, veggie and fruit cards, colour cards
Background Knowledge: Briefly discussed fruits and vegetables, know some size words, review colours, have done some “same” “different” activities
Procedure

Introduction:
Activate Prior Knowledge (~5 minutes)
Take three vegetables/ fruits (first green pepper and green apple) ask the children what is the same and what is different. Try again with carrot and orange (colour similarities) take away the carrot and show them an apple and the orange. What is the same about these ones? Yes, they are round. What is a similar shape to carrot- show all veggies, yes- the daikon. Teach long/ short, round, big small (grapes) 
Activating Strategy & Introduction to Activity (~5 minutes)
Give children a few minutes to go through the vegetable and fruit cards and see if they know the names and what each one is.
Body of Activities:

Place four colour cards are the floor, ask children to sort their cards according to colours. Practice saying an apple is green/ red, a carrot is (orange)
Next do for shapes. Talk about, are more fruits purple or red? Are more fruits round or long? Are less fruits small or big?
Closure: 
Play the vegetable/fruit guessing game. Put a fruit in a bag, say this fruit is round, see if they can guess, this fruit is red…
Assessment of Pupils:
Grid-like assessment with note section to add individual learning moments.
Reflection:
Most children could follow instructions and knew which fruit to put where. I worked with two students who were just putting the cards anywhere to make sure they knew how to do the activity. In fact, I gave the children too many cards and some were confused, the second time, with the shapes, I gave them less and if they needed more they could ask Teacher Carolyn. They were much quicker doing it this way because they wanted more cards
Other Relevant Information:

Add a continuous provision following this activity. Play a game with the students at playtime- who can find me the? Then they describe and have their friends find the fruit they describe.
