Unit Plan Theme: Healthy Me! And Gardening 


Lesson Objectives: Understanding the world- sensory, cooking, food preparation, have fun (this lesson was chosen as when we talk about favourite food- most children say pizza- as well as this is the last week of our gardening unit so we are focusing on the harvest aspect- making food)
Lesson Vocabulary: vegetables that go on a pizza, what do you like on a pizza? What is something yucky we can put on a pizza?
Materials Used: Pizza at Sally’s- story- felt toppings- double sided tape pre-peeled, whiteboard, makers. Paper ingredients, glue and pizza cut-out
Background Knowledge: have existing cooking schemas, have eaten pizza before (or a version of it in China) 
Procedure

Introduction:
Activate Prior Knowledge (~5 minutes)
What do you like on a pizza? What is something yucky we can put on a pizza?
Activating Strategy & Introduction to Activity (~5 minutes)
Ask your friends what you like and don’t like on a pizza (2minutes). Children can choose the toppings they like and add them to the whiteboard. Review vegetables, colours, describing words, it’s delicious, likes and don’t likes.
Body of Activities:

Ripping, gluing and pasting pizza activity.  Can serve pizzas to their parents at the restaurant tomorrow.
Assessment of Pupils:
Narrative assessment. See what kinds of language they use, how they play together, what types of interactions they have. Video observation.
Reflection: 
The children were very excited to talk about pizzas. They all had ideas to share, even the typically quiet ones.
